Barton County School District received  a 
“D” rating for 2019. 

Two parks and a youth facility provide a 
lake, pavilions, walking trails, 
playgrounds, meeting rooms, and 
athletic fields. 

After the Civil War ended, Adairsville 
rebuilt and became a center of the 
carpet and textile industries, and of 
farm and transportation services.  

Historic buildings still intact in the town 
include the original train depot, which 
was involved in the Great Locomotive 
Chase.  

Barnsley Resort offers a Fazio- designed 
golf course that was ranked #1 in 
Georgia and #21 in the United States in 
2018 by GolfAdvisor.com. 

Annual BBQ & Blues Festival features a 
car cruise-in. 

In December 2019 it was reported that 
GreenView Floors International will 
invest $26 million in a manufacturing 
operation for vinyl and laminate flooring 
in Adairsville creating 238 jobs.
